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Overview
. Scope
This specification describes recommended specification for the MPEG4-Visual[6]
media capable SIP terminal connected to a provider’s SIP network via a user call
interface (Interface B) for the network-connection architecture specified in
JJ-90.21[4] .

. Objectives and Provisions of this Specification
Targeted the SDP Media Negotiation by a SIP terminal which has a capability of

MPEG4-Visual[6] via interface B, this specification aims to be:

- A implementation viable specification by providing a uniform interpretation of the
provisions covering connection conditions;

- A specification that can be commonly applied to connections with a
comprehensive provider SIP network that connects to diverse communication
business formats; and

- A specification that gives full consideration to connectivity with SIP user agents
(UA) that either beyond the scope of JJ-90.24[4] or do not strictly observe
JJ-90.24[4].

To meet the above objectives, the following provisions are specified:

- Items covering the usage of MPEG4-Visual as JJ-90.24[4] extensions as
call-control-signal conditions;

- Items covering SDP media-capability conditions of MPEG-4 Visual as media

conditions.



. Contents of this Specification

(MPEG4-Visual[6]) SIP This specification specifies the MPEG4-Visual[6] requirement for a terminal and
SDP SIP Media negotiation condition for the MPEG4-Visual media capable SIP terminal
(MPEG4-Visual) SDP connected to a provider’s SIP network via a user call interface (Interface B). The

(MPEG4-Visual) Specifies requirements of the SIP terminal which has MPEG4-Visual
SIP media capability for Media negotiation.
