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Minutes of the 5-th CJK Standards Meeting

1. Opening

1.1 Opening address

  The 5-th CJK Meeting on Information and Telecommunication Standards (hereinafter referred to as "the Meeting"), co-hosted by ARIB (Association of Radio and Industries and Businesses) and TTC (The Telecommunication Technology Committee) was held on Tuesday, 29 March 2005 at Keio Plaza Hotel in Tokyo.
  Dr. Kohei Satoh, Chairman of the Meeting, opened the Meeting and welcomed all the participants representing CCSA (China Communications Standards Association), TTA (The Telecommunication Technology Association), ARIB and TTC.

  The list of participants is given in Document CJK5-014.

1.2 Welcome addresses

  Mr. Masayoshi Wakao, Secretary General of ARIB, and Mr. Nobuhiro Horisaki, Vice-President of TTC, addressed the welcome speeches and expressed their hope that the meeting be a successful one.

1.3 Approval of agenda

  The tentative agenda was presented by the Chairman and approved with no modification as contained in Document CJK5_009r1.

1.4 Approval of minutes

  The draft minutes of the 4-th CJK Standards Meeting held in Seoul, Korea in July 2004 was adopted also without any modifications. (See Document CJK5_001)

2. Organizational & Standardization Matters

2.1 Status quo of China's communications standards development in 2004

  Mr. Baoxin Zhou, Secretary General of CCSA, presented Document CJK5_002 reporting and introducing the status quo on standardization activities, international cooperation and future plan in China.

2.2 TTA establishes itself as the world's leading ICT SDO

  Mr. Hong-Koo Kim, Secretary General of TTA, and Mr. Peter Jong Wook Kim (TTA) explained relatively in depth their national standardization system, standardization strategy, ICT standard committee, key target technologies and a core of standards (DMB) through Document CJK5_003.

2.3 ARIB's activities after the last meeting - standardization for radio systems -

  Mr. Masayoshi Wakao outlined the standardization flow, R&D and standardization activities for radio systems and recent topics by displaying Document CJK5_005r1.

2.4 Standardization activities

  Using Document CJK5_007r1 Mr. Nobuhiro Horisaki reported briefly TTC's business plan for the coming FY2005 starting next April showing, for example, the restructuring of the organization and the revenue & expenditure.

2.5 ARIB's activities on mobile communcations

  Mr. Yoshihide Ishida (ARIB) focused on the recent activities on mobile communications and presented the current status of Japan's cellular market and ARIB's recent activities on systems beyond IMT-2000. (See Document CJK5_008)

3. Report on Working Group activities

3.1 Report from B3G-WG

  Mr. Mitsuru Uesugi, Chairman of B3G-WG, presented in a brief manner the summary of B3G-WG meeting held, partly in parallel with the Meeting, during 28-29 March 2005.

  Among the items discussed in the WG meeting were outcomes of the last WP8F Geneva meeting such as service view and methodology issues.  It was reported that the phase 2 initial workplan was developed during the meeting and aims to be agreed on the next meeting. (See Document CJK5_010)

3.2 Report from NGN-WG

  Mr. Yoichi Maeda, Chairman of NGN-WG, reported the agreement achieved in NGN-WG on the objectives, key tasks, organizational procedures, working method and the guidelines of meeting host.

  The WG also proposed the setup of a new task group on NGN-testbed and the future adhoc & WG meeting plans before the next CJK Standards Meeting.  The Meeting endorsed these plans.  (See Documents CJK5_011, 012 and 013)

4. TTA status on CJK Standards Meeting Homepage

  At the 4-th CJK Standards Meeting held last year it was agreed that each organization should establish their own CJK webpage in each of their websites and that these webpages be linked among four SDOs. (See Document CJK5_001)

  Following this agreement Mr. Kyoung-Cheol Koo (TTA) presented the current situations of links for the CJK Standards Meeting and ongoing construction of links among the webpages for Working Groups. (See Documents CJK5_004r1)

5. Closing

5.1 Next meeting

  CCSA made a proposal to host the 6-th CJK Standards Meeting and the WG meetings during 10-12 April, 2006 in Beijing.  This proposal was accepted and agreed unanimously among the participants.

5.2 Closing remarks

  Mr. Baoxin Zhou and Mr. Hong-Koo Kim, representing CCSA and TTA respectively, thanked ARIB and TTC for their hospitality and well-organized management of the Meeting.

  Finally, the Chairman declared the Meeting had been adjourned.
