Meeting Report of CJK 2nd NGN WG

1. Opening the meeting

2nd CJK NGN-WG meeting held from 11 to 12 November in Tokyo hosted by TTC Japan leaded by Ms. Liu DUO (CCSA) as acting chairman. The Chairman Mr. Yoichi MAEDA would not available to this meeting because he attended ITU-T SG chairmen’s meeting. Ms. Chairman expresses her thanks to TTC inviting this meeting and providing excellent facilities.

Secretary General of TTC Mr. Tatsuo ATSUI gave welcome address to this meeting with his warm welcome, since he taken a secretary generalship at this August, 2004.

2. Approval of Agenda (2ndNGN-WG-001) with Revision 1
Meeting agenda proposed by Chairman Mr. Maeda was introduced and meeting agreed this agenda including addition of documentation procedure as shown in 2ndNGN-WG-001-R1. Approved agenda is attached in this meeting report as in Annex 1.
3. Architecture related issue

2ndNGN-WG-007 (TTA) : Propose no more use of “IMS” to avoid any further confusion about NGN, especially for NGN Study in ITU-T as a global standard organization. This contribution also raised issue about positioning of each functional entity on FRM architecture model into each different Sub-system.

2ndNGN-WG-009 (TTC) : Similarly (with WG-007) expresses current unclear points of IMS based approach in NGN study. Specifically this contribution suggests further study could be requested of positioning of “Functional Entities” into each different Sub-system.

2ndNGN-WG-008 (TTA) : This contribution delivers many of discussion points about IMS based NGN. Many of points indicated in this contribution are not clearly understood to the participants, so meeting agreed to have more time to exam issues.

At the end, the meeting agreed to make a kind of living list which need further investigation and clarifications. So the first living list developed based on these contributions and will be distributed by E-mail as soon as possible.

4. QoS related issue

2ndNGN-WG-003 (TTA) : Proposes QoS issues of inter-country situation to secure end-end QoS requirements with suggested time plan to collaborate. Meeting has agreed QoS is one of the important issues to be defined not only for country level, but also carrier level. Question was addressed how map different QoS requirements among different players such as users, operators and manufacturers etc. Editor of this contribution explain necessity of collaboration of this issue among CJK area to secure services to end-end service requirements by means of QoS and priority etc., adding his comments about the necessity like “Test-bed” approach. Each country briefly explains their current situation to extend problems on this aspect. Meeting take note this proposal, but need further clarification on the actual collaboration point of view.

2ndNGN-WG-004 (TTA) : This contribution proposes collaboration on QoS related current studies in FG NGN of ITU-T among CJK countries in such areas “Application QoS”, “QoS include CPE/CPN” and “Access Control Issue” which are mostly leaded by CJK members for the moment. Following collaborations are proposed and meeting agreed:

· CPE/CPN issues collaborated between Huawei and KT and

· Access Control issue between NTT and KT

2ndNGN-WG-009 (TTC) : This contribution proposes necessity of QoS provisioning include the core network as well as “Inter-Core aspects”. This is to design mainly QoS signaling that is applicable for access and core network. This point is the clear difference points comparing with FG NGN TR-msnniqos for multi service provider interface of IP QoS. Meeting agreed to ask Mr. Morita would develop draft document for level of contribution to ITU-T and distribute by e-mail for review. After taking this review process, meeting would be decided further process of this contribution such as common proposal or adding specific texts describing common support of this subject.

5. Future related issue

2ndNGN-WG-005 (TTA) : This contribution explains the status of FG NGN especially involvements from the CJK area which shows a great contribution to encourage NGN standards as well as the results of WTSA 2004 on NGN Study Group. Based on this analysis, this proposed making a common proposal about continuation of FG NGN activity collaborating with NGN SG. Japan informed this meeting planned to prepare a contribution containing similar idea. After taking further information about the decision from WTSA 2004 between NGN SG and others, meeting agreed to endorse of the continuation of FG NGN after the next May 2005 (recognized mandate from ToR of FGNGN) under the guidance of NGN SG. This proposal would be developed by an editor and, after reviewing process from each country, will be proposed at the coming “Joint Management Meeting” among NGN related SGs (SG 11, 13, 17, 19) with FG NGN.

2ndNGN-WG-006 (TTA) : This contribution proposes further actions from CJK area regarding the release aspect, especially for the post release 1 such as release 2. After having discussion and clarification, meeting agreed to initiate “Release 2” by CJK.

6. Working procedure issue

2ndNGN-WG-010 (TTC) : This contribution proposed work procedure with objective and meeting plan for this NGN Working Group. Several comments were made. Concerning the level of meetings adding to “NGN Working Group Meeting”, meeting agreed to initiate an “Interim Ad-Hoc Meeting”. Meeting agreed to use this kind of interim meeting to encourage practical collaboration, for example, prior and/or during the ITU meeting. Chinese delegation propose possible differentiation of discussion level according to the meeting level, such as NGN WG meeting within major CJK meeting will touch only high level discussion and other NGN WG meeting handle more details. And also opinions are raised that this meeting would not touch technical details because this group belongs to CJK which is collaboration association among SDOs. But other delegations express different views on this emphasizing the importance of collaboration among these areas not only for increasing mutual understanding but also practical collaboration during the international meeting such as ITU-T meeting. After taken lengthy discussion, meeting agreed to continue discussion to develop better way. Contributor suggests preparing modified version and will discuss at the next interim ad-hoc meeting in next November FG NGN meeting.

7. Other issue

2ndNGN-WG-011 (TTA) : This document informs the brief status of BcN (Broadband Convergence Network, name of NGN in Korea) to the meeting as an information documents. Meeting welcomes and appreciates on this information.
