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Proposed ToR on NGN-Working Group(Working Draft)

Following up the decision at the last CJK meeting held at Beijing China, this document proposes “Terms of References” for setting up NGN (Next Generation Networks) WG (Working Group).
1. Rationale

Consensus for setting up NGN-WG was made at the last CJK meeting considering the 　　urgent needs for information exchange regarding NGN among the three countries. Special notes were given to current NGN-related development in each country such as VoIP and multimedia service deployment using braodband access methods, e.g., xDSL, FTTH and CATV. The meeting recognized securing the end-to-end communication over the future NGN would be the most important issue to be cooperatively discussed and solved 　among CJK members.

It is also important to note various worldwide NGN standardization activities, i.e., the ITU-T NGN-2004 project, ETSI TISPAN initiative to apply IMS to NGN fixed network, and ITU-T Focus Group on NGN.

2. Objectives and Scope

· exchange information regarding NGN-related activities of each country, e.g., broadband access penetration, VoIP deployment, multimedia service, etc,

· respect the spirit of GSC9 resolution 9/2, Next Generation Networks(NGN), accelerate the standardization activities in each country and contribute to ITU-T, where globally consistent NGN-related standards will be developed,

· regularly exchange the status of NGN-related standard development, which should align with ITU-T global standards, in each country, so that maximum commonality of NGN-related standards would be achieved and consequently end-to-end multimedia service would be provided over future NGN among CJK countries,

· based on the draft NGN-related standards a series of conformance testing could be planned among interested parties to confirm interconnectivity and interoperability of NGN networks in order to assure end-to-end service provision.  

· collect information on NGN-related standards development in other Asia-Pacific countries and other regions, and exchange it among CJK countries to cooperate regionally and globally as well as to pursue regional and global commonality.

3. Study Issues

Following study issues are suggested as high common interesting areas for NGN in CJK area. Detailed items would be further developed during the next CJK meeting.
