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Mr. Choi briefly introduced a meeting agenda and explained that a large portion is allocated for the discussion on test items, cases and scenarios which was not covered during Friday(6/24) meeting due to the lack of time.  Discussion on Phase I action plan and roadmap, the meeting agreement, and future plan were also allocated after it.
Mr. Kazunori Matsuo (KDDI) suggested to add a discussion on the definition of test-bed and presented his document (the document attached for reference).  The document describes two types of test-bed and responsible organizations of each country.  The definition was provided for the information sharing purpose and an agreement was not made but was left for further discussion towards the next meeting.
Testing items were discussed following the definition discussion.  Mr. Choi (TTA) provided CCSA’s contribution on the call server based VoIP test as an example to open a discussion.  Ms. Zhang (CCSA) explained the current situation and preparedness of call server based VoIP test.  TTA also expressed its interest on CCSA’s proposal and added QoS session control based on TR-RACF as an additional possible testing item.  TTC expressed its concern that it is too early to make a decision on specific testing items due to Japan’s internal reasons and premature nature of test-bed discussions. In Japan both NTT and KDDI have announced their plans to transform their circuit switch based PSTN into IP based network in the future.  However the development plan of NGN based on International Standards has not been decided yet.  Therefore it is unlikely that TTC prepares the NGN product to be tested in time for the proposed time frame.
Mr. Lee (TTA) made a suggestion that each country proposes its own test-bed architecture and testing item details by the next meeting and find out the common interests among them as much as possible.  Then more detailed discussion on the found commonality can be continued.  CCSA and TTA generally agreed on his suggestion and will provide such information by the next meeting.  
TTC expressed their views that TTC has no problem that both TTA and CCSA proceed with the preparatory work for the test-bed bilaterally and wish to participate in the discussion as far as they can, so that TTC will be able to join the Test-bed at the appropriate point of time in the future.
In summary, the meeting couldn’t reach to a full agreement among CJK on the test-bed definition, test items, its architecture, or a specific action plan but progress has been made for the partial agreement.  And the meeting agreed to provide detailed information on each country’s national test-bed architecture and testing item details before the next meeting.  
TTC will make a research on the on-going test-bed or test event as well as its responsible organization in Japan and report back to the next meeting.
