（1） Definition of Testbed

(Type A)

Inter-Country test environment providing IP connectivity up to L3.  This type of Testbed provides IP connectivity among relevant countries for higher layer software interoperability test.  This type of Testbed is prepared by government initiative in most cases..
(TypeB)

Test environment prepared by each country for longer period of time, e.g., longer than one month, for CPE conformance testing.

(Note)

· Bilateral service interconnection & interoperability tests between operators can be judged outside of the scope of Testbed.

· Test event has similar nature with Type B but for shorter period for a week.  In most cases test event is planned and operated by forum.
